1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns—None
2. Zoning issues—Brandon Streicher had 2 issues:  Application fee/return and road concern. In an earlier discussion, the Board had decided to split his fee.  He asked:  if the Board would return the full amount because he wants to apply the previous fee towards new application.  Board agreed.  Loren MOVED, Bob SECONDED to return the fee to them via the new application to be applied to. Motion passed. Note he has met with Rene and will be resubmitting new application.
Second issue:  He has a problem with the ditching and widening of the road in front of his house. He feels that the road crew went too far in widening the section of road in front of his house on School Street which amounted to the Town taking more than was needed from in front of his house. After discussion about the current road project, the Board agreed to remedy the issue.  He requested a buffer/hedge (made of bushes) be put back in place to help control the dust that comes off the road, and requested a replacement of the soil that was taken and placed to the right of the riding ring.
3. Minutes—Will MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to approve the Minutes of September 28 as amended. Motion passed.  (5 in favor, 0 opposed)
4. Selectboard Orders & Financials—Reviewed and signed financials.
5. Buildings—[Karen]

•Flagpole light—Karen reviewed with the Board the need to add more circuits to the electrical board by the Pavilion to improve usage for the Applefest and others on the Green. Steve MOVED and Loren SECONDED to spend up to $1,300 to add 4 circuits to the board by the Pavilion and also fix the flagpole light, which also needs to be replaced. The amount was based on estimates received.  Motion passed.
•CD’s—CD’s are coming due.  Karen MOVED, Bob SECONDED that we roll the CD’s over. Motion passed.
•Conservatory-Will heard through a townsperson that the CERF foundation supports childcare and historic buildings.  Will to pursue further information on this subject. Board to also have a conversation with Mike Lennox about space in the elementary building.

6. Roads—[Loren].

• Scheduled Work—Roads.  Big Mower is broken, which is the reason why it has not arrived.  Jason will be back on Monday from vacation.  Road crew are putting the finishing touches on School Street. Loren will talk to the guys about the road issue. The Town pickup was a in a small accident. Jason hit the mailbox at Darrell Davis’s while at the recent truck accident at the entrance to the Service Center. He has an estimate from Jim Ryan of $3400 to get it fixed.  Truck goes over to Jim’s at the end of October.

Jason and Loren are looking for drivers/subs to help for snowplowing this winter.
Julie will check with Brent at Otter Creek about getting the punch list done on Richville Road. 

Julie will also notify the Act 250 board that we want to be interested party on the Harper permit.
7. Other Business—

•Robin Jackson—issue with her neighbor and the noise issue. At this time, there is nothing we can do to help.
•Solar speed sign. There was discussion about borrowing a solar speed sign from the Sheriff’s Department as a traffic calming measure to curb the speeding in certain parts of town. Bob to ask Sheriff’s Office. Karen will also check with the ACRPC Transportation Committee.

•Greg Pahl has inquired if the Town was still interested in pursuing a solar project. He will be approaching the planning commission to amend the town plan. ACORN could help with the preferential siting language.
