Steve called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.

Agenda:  

1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns—None

2. Minutes—Minutes of November 23 and December 1 were reviewed.

Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to approve as presented. Motion passed.

3. Green Lantern—[Sam Carlson] Green Lantern has proposed a solar project of 150Kw on property owned by Tim Steady, and they are negotiating. Green Lantern plans, if the project goes through, to offer the Municipality the option to buy in. The project has been submitted to the PSB, and neighbors have been notified. The one-phase line has been inspected by GMP and been approved, the project has no need for three-phase power. Green Lantern will own and maintain the equipment, buy-ins are in the form of the credits produced by the array, and may be purchased at a discount to off-set the buyers’ electric bills. This visit by Carlson is to keep the Selectboard informed and to initiate interest in the purchase of credits by the municipality for municipal meters.

4. Planning Commission—[Bob Fisher] The PC reviewed progress on the Town Plan, including such additions as siting of solar arrays.

5. Selectboard Orders and Financials—Orders signed; first round of delinquent tax notices were sent; for 2015, about $35,000 has come in and $57,000 remains outstanding.

6. Buildings—[Karen]  Tom O'Brien has been contacted for a quote on a bathroom for the Conservatory.  

• Parking Lot Light—GMP has received an easement from the property owner.

• Discussion regarding the installation of a motion detector near the Town Shed's fuel tank.

• The old red barn has finally met its end, cost of demolishing will come out of B&G Reserves.

7. Roads/Public Works—[Loren] 

• New Town Truck—The December 2 vote was 67 in favor, 6 opposed. The truck is currently being fitted out and is expected to arrive  the first of next week.

• Richville Box Culvert—Six bids received. Loren MOVED, Bob SECONDED, to accept the bid from R. Parker Enterprises at $160,130 for the Richville Road box culvert project. Motion passed.

• Mowing Policy—Will received a query from a resident regarding whether or not the Town has a mowing policy, and if there is a policy to let land owners know when mowing will occur.  The Town's unwritten policy has been to try to keep the road sides reasonably trimmed/cleared so there is as little disruption of the Town's right-of-way (25' from the center line, both sides) as possible. Since mowing is at the mercy of the weather and the timing of Shoreham's turn with the shared mower, it is not really possible to contact every land owner to let them know exactly when the right of way will be mowed. If land owners would rather clear the ROW themselves,the recommended procedure is to contact the Town Road Foreman beforehand. 

8. Other Business—

• Town Report—Julie’s plan is to cut the size of the report in half, eliminating the majority of reports that are not required by the State. She noted that the law requires the Report be sent to all voters, not all residents.

• Recycling—Randy Orvis has proposed that he take over responsibility for the Recycling center—he would purchase the equipment and employ the attendant. SB authorized Kathleen to work out a five-year contract (no less than 3 years in any case) with Moose to include sale to him of the big trailer, effective January 1, 2016.
