1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns—

• Recycling—Loren MOVED, Karen SECONDED, to sign the contract with Randy Orvis (to run for 5 years—from January 1, 2016, to December 31, 2020) to handle all aspects of the Town’s Recycling Program. The rate for trash to remain the same and recycling to remain free. Excessive amounts of recycling may incur a charge, at operator's discretion on a case-by-case basis.  Motion passed.

2. Minutes—Minutes of December 9 were reviewed. Karen MOVED, Will SECONDED, to approve as amended. Motion passed.

3. Selectboard Orders and Financials—Orders signed;bank CDs for several reserve funds are coming due. Board authorized their renewal, with Steve to sign; Treasurer was authorized to pay all bills through December 31 as there is no scheduled SB meeting until mid-January.

4. Buildings—[Karen] Karen will talk with Abby regarding the Library’s request to use the Conservatory for storage while the old portion of the Library undergoes some work.

• Parking Lot Light—has been installed!

• Solar (ACORN)—Will and Karen attended the ACORN presentation at the Library. As far as municipal electricity is concerned, the ACORN/Green Lantern plans differ primarily in that ACORN buyers purchase capacity (via purchase of arrays) up to what they use, Green Lantern buyers purchase credits to apply against a percentage of their usage.

5. Roads/Public Works—[Loren] The new town truck is on the road; the mower has been returned; contract with R. Parker scheduled to be signed the week of the 28th.

6. Other Business—

• Irasburg Letter—The Irasburg SB has sent a letter requesting SB support in their efforts to secure a voice for towns at PSB Hearings on solar sitings. Will to draft a letter of support.

• Zoning Administration—Discussion regarding on-going zoning violations by certain businesses in town. The Board is fully prepared to back the ZA in pursuing legal action.

• Single-Axle Truck—Julie will put an ad in the Independent and on Craig’s List to sell the single-axle truck for $14,000 OBO.

7. Executive Session—Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to go into Executive Session at 8:50 to discuss personnel wages. Motion passed.      Bob MOVED, Will SECONDED, to come out of Executive Session at 9:35. Motion passed.
