• Addition—Zoning permit issues

2. Minutes—Steve MOVED, Karen SECONDED, to approve the January 27 minutes as presented. Motion passed.

3. Selectboard Orders and Financials—signed

4. Bela Howe Fund—Current balance is $24,000. In keeping with the requirements of the Fund, Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to select the Hannaford Career Center to select one or two applicants each year who will be awarded up to the annual scholarship allocation of $1, 000. Criteria are: that the recipient (1) be a Shoreham resident who is graduating and (2) has been accepted into a continuing education program. The SB will manage the fund. Motion passed.

5. Buildings—No 2016 proposed budget report was received from the Historical Society. Short discussion about the Conservatory needs. 

6. Roads/Public Works—[Loren]  Minor plowing, and maintenance, being done as needed.

• New ChlorideTanks—Two tanks, 3,000 gallons each, have been purchased to replace the old smaller tank.

• Winter sand—We are purchasing the bulk of the remaining sand (392 yds) and gravel (2,500 yds) stock from Markowski's. They are closing their facility up here and moving  operations to the Clarendon area. New source(s) for both may be necessary for next year.

7. Other Business—

• OTT—SB has received a Letter Of Interest from OTT Communications regarding whether or not there is interest locally for faster internet speeds.  Board could not come up with too many residents who would not be interested, depending on what it will cost.

• Zoning—It is reported that Whistle Pig is filing for a permit to store product in their North Orwell Rd barn.

• The ZA and Town Counsel have drafted a Notice of Violation letter. It will be sent after a final attempt to resolve the situation on a friendly basis. The SB desires this business to remain in town, but feel that—after several years of no resolution—the situation demands action.
