Agenda:  

1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns—

• Addition—Coyote hunting—Katie, Jeff, Nicolee, and Betty and Gary Lewis presented their concerns about recent ongoing issues with coyote hunts in their neighborhood. They indicated that their attempts to request that the hunters remove themselves and their dogs from the' properties were met with rudeness and threats. It was requested that the SB enact a policy or ordinance to prohibit such hunting. SB suggested that there is— in all likelihood—no way in which a town can set such a policy, regulation, or ordinance countermanding a State law. The SB will, however, look into the matter and see what action, if any, they might take.

• Town Plan—Howard presented the proposed 2016 Town Plan to the Selectboard on behalf of the Planning Commission. The SB will review for changes and either return to the PC or schedule a public Hearing on the document, prior to its adoption.

2. Minutes—Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to approve the February 10 minutes as corrected. Motion passed.

3. Selectboard Orders and Financials—signed

4. Buildings—The Library has been able to arrange the remodeling work so that they will not be needing the Conservatory for storage. 

5. Roads/Public Works—[Loren]  All gravel has been trucked in and piled.

6. Other Business—

• Farnham Property—Will, Kathleen, and Karen will form a committee and will work with the Planning Commission on developing a plan for the Farnham Property.

• Town Meeting—Discussion of meeting and vote-counting details

• Apple Blossom Derby—[Karen] Set for May 7, planning has begun

• Shoreham Festival—Several residents have expressed interest in reviving the Festival, tentatively around Labor Day.

• Memorial Service for Joe Philion—Scheduled for second weekend in June, SB discussed request for use of the Firehouse and the Common. All agreed such use was appropriate and planning could go forward.

• Solar siting support—Will brought in a copy of the previously discussed PSB Resolution  proposed by Rutland and Irasburg (regarding support for local input on siting of solar projects) for Board to sign, indicating their support for the Resolution.

• Notice of Zoning Violation—Received copy of letter sent by Town Attorney to the Harpers’engineer (CC'd to Harpers as well) advising them of the need to comply with Town Zoning Regulations or face fines and further action from the Town. A deadline of March 15 was set, by which time the Harpers are expected to submit the necessary permit application(s) to the ZA or be liable for fines and further action by the Town. 

• Delinquent Taxes—Notices sent out, responses coming in; 12 properties scheduled for tax sales starting 30 days from date of mailing (i.e.: March 15)
