Agenda:  

1. Board Organization

Elections—Newly elected Board members affirmed and signed their Oaths of Office. All members agreed unanimously to donate their stipends to support the position of Clock Winder.

• Loren MOVED that  Steve be elected Chair, Karen SECONDED; motion passed.

• Karen MOVED that Loren be elected Vice-chair, Will SECONDED; motion passed.

• Will MOVED that Karen be elected Secretary, Bob SECONDED; motion passed.

Board Appointments—The Board appointed Karen as Buildings & Grounds Czar, Loren as Road Commissioner.

2. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns—

• Lake Street Erosion Control—Pam Stephanek noted that her application for small funding had been granted. She reviewed, again, along the Lake Street area, took a number of photos, and presented a small map to the Board indicating areas of concern. She advised the Board that they might consider applying for funding under ACT 64 for aid to help mitigate road erosion damages. The Board will need figures on footages and costs. She will provide what assistance she can and recommended someone with grant experience. The Board will look further into all of this.

3. Animal Control Officer—Trudi Parker came in to meet the Board and express her interest in being Shoreham's Animal Control Officer/Dog Catcher. The Board explained what would be expected of her, and described the stray animal housing procedure we have with the Humane Society. Trudi described her animal control education, background, and further expressed her desire to take on the job. Will MOVED, Loren SECONDED, that the Board appoint Trudi Parker to be the Town Animal Control Officer for the upcoming year. Motion passed.

4. Minutes/Town Meeting Minutes—Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to approve the February 24 minutes with changes. Motion passed. Review of Town Meeting Minutes tabled.

6. Appointments—Julie has contacted several incumbent town officials to see if they are interested in retaining their appointments. 

• Animal Control—see #3 above

• Platt Library Trustee: Katie Flagg has been nominated to the SB to fill the remainder of an open 3-year term. Will MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to appoint Katie Flagg to fill the remainder of the 2016 portion of the vacant 3-year Library Trustee term, until Town Meeting 2017. Motion passed.

• Board discussed possible candidates for Grand Juror, Town Health Officer, and Service Agent. Julie will contact them.

7. Buildings—[Karen] The Apple Blossom Derby is planned for May 7 (Mothers Day), with proceeds going into the Town Improvement Fund for use on special, smaller projects around Town.

• Stone Schoolhouse—[Phil] The Historical Society has received an offer from Larry Provost to do the foundation digging, pro bono. Barbara Bosworth has offered to write a matching-funds grant application for money to hire an engineering assessment; the Historical Society will supply the match.

8. Roads/Public Works—[Loren]  Karen and Loren discussed placement of the ACRPC vehicle-counter on Wooster Road for a 2-week period. The road needs grading first, and the counter will need to be removed when manure hauling/spreading begins.

• Jason and Percy will need to attend a 2-day training in Rutland. The training is a prerequisite for any other courses they might need in the future.

9. Town Health Officer— see #6, above

10. Other Business—

• Farnham Property—No meetings as yet

• Coyotes—Will looked into the coyote situation as promised, contacting the Town attorney, and Fish & Wildlife supervisors. And as suspected, there is virtually nothing to be done at the Town Level. The hunting controls lie with the Fish and Wildlife Board. To have a voice in hunting matters, or work for legislative changes, one's best shot is to become a member of the F&W Board. Locally, one's best efforts are those focused on trying to build and bridge relationships that foster respect.

11. Town Plan— Board discussed best procedure for moving ahead with a review of the proposed Plan, as received on March 9. Will wants to get his marked-up copy back from the PC to compare with the PC's final. It was decided that they will review to page 28 and discuss that portion at the next SB meeting., moving on in like manner from there.
