1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns— 

• Dr. Curtiss Retirement—[June] June read Doc’s letter regarding his retirement. He has been the local doctor since February, 1989. There will be a picnic on June 25th —“Dr. Allan Curtiss Day— to honor him and thank him for all his care over the years. 

• Zoning Issue—Brandon asked the Board if his permit fees could be rolled over to cover his updated application. Board will make a decision and get back to him (see item 6, below).

• Tennis Courts—Phil presented the Board with a proposed contract for fixing cracks on the tennis courts. This is an annual maintenance issue. The contract estimate amounted to $2,300. The proposal  called for filling larger cracks with concrete fortified with an acrylic binder, smaller cracks to be repaired with a rubberized compound. Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to accept the contract. Motion passed.

• Solar Siting—George provided an update on the solar siting provisions expected to be in the legislation passed by the legislature. He indicated the Board should set areas where solar siting of larger projects would be acceptable to the Town. He advised on what and how guidelines be set and prioritized. Discussion included possible use of the Farnham property, contents that survived in the Bill just passed, decommissioning, etc.

2. Minutes—

• Minutes for April 19, the working meeting for review of the proposed Town Plan. Steve MOVED, Karen SECONDED, to accept the Minutes with changes. Motion passed.

• May 5 Working Meeting—Loren MOVED, Will SECONDED, to accept the Minutes of the Town Plan review as presented. Motion passed.

• Karen MOVED, Bob SECONDED, to accept the regular meeting Minutes of April 27 with corrections. Motion passed.

3. Selectboard Orders & Financials—Signed

• Delinquent Tax Sales— There are currently six properties scheduled for tax sale. Additionally, one owner called the Town Attorney to complain. The bill came to the Town. Board felt this was entirely inappropriate, and will contact attorney’s office. Bill amount to be paid by the resident who called. 

4. Buildings—[Karen] Two estimates received for work on the Stone Schoolhouse, both in the ballpark of $25,000. Although differing somewhat in processes, the work was to include excavation/refilling, foundation and roof work, repointing foundation mortar. Discussion of options, no action taken.

 5. Roads—[Loren] AOT’s work on Routes 74 E and W is expected to begin with culvert work in May, followed in June by the road surface work. They plan on having one lane open at all times, but travel to and from Middlebury will be taking longer for several weeks.  The town crew continues work on local roads, Barnam, Brown, and Hemenway to be finished  shortly.

• Signs—The little sign gremlins have been active again, with signs for Lapham Bay Road and Basin Harbor Road among the recently vanished. Stop signs gone as well, and posts bent over. The crew will map out where signs have gone missing and where related work must also be done.

6. ZBA/ZA Policies—Brandon’s issue (see item #1) has brought to light the potential need for policies. Board will look into the issue involved further and determine a course of action. Board's decision in this instance was to credit half the fees already paid toward fee(s) for his new permit application.

7. PC Vacancies—There are a number of vacancies on the Planning Commission due to recent resignations. Both Judson Hescock and Deborah Diemand are moving away, leaving their seats vacant. Fortunately, several people have indicated an interest. Board will follow up.

8. Town Plan—Review completed, changes made. Someone to format the document is needed and there is at least one party who may possibly be interested. Board expects it to be ready by Memorial Day.

9. Other

 • School—Discussion of the amount of land to be transferred to the ACSD when the school is leased to the District. The parcel will be reviewed and the Board will meet with the Town Attorney and School Board. It was felt that not all the land should be delivered with the building. Deadline for the transfer is June, 2017.

• Green Up Day— Collections went quite well, but it has become apparent that alternative plans for metal pick-up are needed.
