1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns— 

• Town Plan Hearing—Board recapped the Hearing for Barb, George, and Bob F. George gave the Board copies of his proposed recommendations regarding Energy Land Use Policy and Tourism View-Shed Requirements regarding energy projects.

• Delinquent Taxes—WendyAnn registered complaint regarding the selling of her father's property at the upcoming Delinquent Tax Sales. She was advised about the 12-month redemption period and given information on scheduling a tax abatement hearing.

• Planning Commission—Bob requested consideration of PC's proposal to install Welcome to Shoreham signs at the 4 major boundary crossings on Routes 74 (E, W) and 22A (N, S). Board indicated support, road crew could install, AOT approval required. Bob will drop info off at the Town Office.

• AOT seeks Town approval on naming of 22A—Proposal to name Route 22A in honor of Desert Storm Veterans. After discussion it was decided that the Town takes no position on the proposal.

5. Roads—[Loren] FEMA visit resolved grant issue, culverts passed inspection.

• Ditching—Better Roads grant of $9,800.00 awarded to Town

• Paving Bids—Bids received for paving on North Cream Hill, and junction of Lapham Bay and 22A (and catch-basin work). D&F estimate based on 3,102 tons ($58/ton) and Pike's at 2989 tons ($57/ton). Loren MOVED, Bob SECONDED, to accept the D&F bid as it included more of the "fussy" hand work needed to insure success of the project.  Motion passed.

• New Material trial—Trying out a new material containing ground, reused asphalt paving on Brown Road. 

• Schedule—Hemmingway Hill is next, then Richville by the end of July.

• Salt—Quote received from Cargill for winter salt (price based on negotiations with the State). Filed.

6. Town Plan—Will MOVED, Karen SECONDED, that the Board approve the Shoreham Town Plan 2016–2021, as amended by the Selectboard. Motion passed unanimously.
