1. Announcements, Additions, Public Concerns— 

• Franklin County, NY, Radio—Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, that Steve sign the Franklin County Statement of Concurrence, permitting the County to proceed with the expansion of their radio network.  Motion passed.

2. Sheriff Keeler—Sheriff noted that the Town's contract with the A.C. Sheriff's Dept. is an annual contract which runs from July 1 to June 30. However, the last signed contract with Shoreham was in 2012—an oversight on the part of his department which will shortly be rectified. Rates will rise by about $40 more per month. He explained that grants cover a large portion of his department's expenses, but contract towns must cover a portion as well. Also discussed were placement of road signage and road ordinances.

3. Minutes—

• SB Minutes for June 22 and Hearing Minutes of June 22—Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, to accept both sets of Minutes (Town Plan Hearing as presented, Board Meeting with corrections). Motion passed.

4. Selectboard Orders & Financials—Signed 

• Delinquent Tax Sales—Three of the six scheduled properties had been brought up-to-date on taxes prior to the sale, leaving just three to go on the block. All three sold within 12 minutes.

5. Buildings—[Karen] No report

6. Roads—[Loren, Jason] Work on Route 74 W scheduled to begin August 17, proceeding toward Middlebury.

• Scheduled Work— Richville box culvert at the dam by the end of July;  junction of Lapham Bay and Route 22A—culvert replacement and asphalt repairs to begin July 26. Lapham Bay Road to be closed from North Cream Hill to 22A; crew will look into repair of blocked culvert east of Quenneville's on Richville.

• Mower—Jason and Loren have found a possible replacement for mower, which has recently lost a bearing. Karen MOVED, Loren SECONDED, that up to $6,000 be authorized for purchase of used mower, provided inspection proves the machine to be a viable investment. Motion passed.

7. Town Plan— Shoreham Town Plan 2016–2021 copies ready to go to the ACRPC for approval, and state Housing Authority for their records.
